FOR A CAREER CHOICE
This is one of the 5 biggest life decisions, so it should be made well.  It has a significant affect on your lifestyle, your happiness
, your relationship(s)
, and your overall life
.
Therefore, it is worth spending at least 20 hours initially.  Then I would suggest that it is worth spending at least 100 hours in the process, including the information interviews.

CONSIDER: 

A professional counselor in the area, for the additional insights – one or two could make a considerable difference.

Brainstorming or individual chats with people who know you, soliciting what they think about what you should do. Preferably you would have some possible choices to discuss also.

Write up why you have picked the career(s) in terms of all the elements, including at least time, difficulty (and failure rate), relative compensation, viability in terms of trend in demand and supply, how it fits with your values, how it fits with what excites and/or interests you, etc. 
Run your pre-final decisions by an objective, knowledgeable individual or two.  
� Some careers are “up” careers that are reinforcing and psychologically healthy for you.  Some careers are very difficult.  Some, often the difficult ones, are also suppressing or depressing (such as, perhaps, accounting).  Select a profession that contributes to or at least does not subtract from your happiness. 


� Will you have enough time for your relationship?  Will the career cause you to be so absorbed in it that you are not as interested in other things?  Will you experience a lot of stress and excess challenges?


� If your career requires you live in a central or congested area, your commute, your expenses for housing, etc., will be affected.  
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
