SUDDEN WEALTH
Those who receive unearned wealth often are bequeathed with some serious problems:

Loss of motivation.  As a general rule, people follow the path of least resistance to get what they want.  This results in a type of apathy about life and often a loss of compassion for others because one does not have to engage in the struggles that others face.
Lack of self-sufficiency.  This comes from not having to take care of one’s own needs and not having to develop the ability to confront and handle problems in life.
Overwhelming complexity.  They can’t handle all the responsibilities and management of the moneys.

Guilt. A sense of guilt at receiving something not “deserved.”
Loss of self-esteem. “Lack of motivation and personal accomplishments, lack of personal and financial self-sufficiency, reliance upon others for one’s personal and financial needs, and a sense of guilt, are the perfect recipe for low self-esteem.  A lack of self-esteem leads to depression, poor judgments, and general unhappiness
Arrogance.  Essentially a spoiled child syndrome.  A symptom of low self-esteem.
Spendthrift lifestyle.  A useless and worthless striving to fill needs that cannot be filled by spending money.  
Addictive and self-destructive behavior.   Temporary relief from a low self-image through addictions, from which feelings of worthlessness further a cycle of self-destructiveness.
