THE FINANCIAL INCENTIVE TRUST AND

THE NECESSITY TO PLUG THE LEAKS
Leaks = no incentive

A financial incentive trust is unlikely to work if we do not “plug the leaks.”  If the children can get the money they need without having to do the financial incentive items, the whole system fails.

Easy money, easy life = no capability, growth, challenge, or happiness
The offspring (whether actually a child, teenager, young adult, or “mature adult”) will most likely suffer in life from being handed life on a silver platter and/or from not experiencing life’s challenges and personal growth.

“Kids” become dependent, often underachieving, if they can rely on being dependent on their parents providing for them or rescuing them from the consequences.  They’ll take years to go through college, often completing after age 30 what could be completed by age 21 or 22.  Their maturity level will often be far below what progressive peers of the same age.  

Objections occur:  
“Oh, I just can’t cut off my children.  I can’t stand to see their pain.”   
“They’re good kids and ok as they are.  Having them have to learn and develop implies 
  they’re not ok.”
“They deserve the money anyway, regardless of what they do.”

Enabling behavior = weakened children 

If we rescue children from natural consequences or from having to meet that challenges in life, we have children who are undeveloped, untested, and weak.  All rescuing must stop.

Find the leaks, plug them

Are we giving money to the kids to cover expenses?  Do we pay for things that they need to pay for? 
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
